A Counterfeit Workshop was organized by Los Angeles City
Attorney Carmen Trutanich on October 20, 2010 at the Wil-
shire United Methodist Church.

“Prosecuting Counterfeit Currency Crimes” by Identity
and Fraud Unit, Los Angeles City Attorney’s
Office.

“How to detect Counterfeit Currency” by U.S. Secret
Service, Counterfeit Currency Section.

If you have attended this workshop, you will have a good
understanding of the different security features that were
introduced in various years. The new series notes was based
on security features introduced in 1996 with additional
features. Security features in the 1996 series included
Watermark, Color-shifting Inks, Fine-Line Printing patterns,
Enlarged Off-center Portraits, and Low-vision Feature. Also,
a machine-readable feature has been incorporated for the
blind. It facilitated development of convenient scanning
devices that could identify the denomination of the notes. The
2004 and 2006 series notes have new security features
including the bell in the inkwell and 3-D security ribbon.

Be Aware of Phishing Scams

Recently, two of our Chinese Chamber member experienced Phishing scam. In both cases, their friends (those that
are on their email directory) received an “URGENT” email from them asking for help. The content of the email is as
follow:

Hello,

How are you doing? I hope you are doing fine, I'm sorry that I didn't inform you about my traveling to England
for a Seminar. I hate to ask you for this but I just have to anyway. I need a favor from you as soon as you receive
this e-mail because I misplaced my wallet on my way back to the Airport where my money, and other valuable
things were kept, I will like you to assist me with a soft loan urgently. I will be needing the sum of $1,800 to
sort-out this mess and get myself back home.

I will appreciate whatever you can afford to help me with, I will pay you back as soon as I return, I'm counting on
you on this, Kindly let me know if you can be of help so I can send you my details to use when sending the money
through western union or moneygram.

Your reply will be greatly appreciated.

Thank you.

Obviously, this email is not sent by our member to their friends. Their email account has been stolen. If you respond
to this email, then the sender will follow up with another email asking you to mail money to a specific account. Plus,
you will then be the victim of the scam. A spyware will have already landed in your computer and soon your friends
will be receiving this “URGENT” email from you.

Remember, please do not respond to any email that is suspicious. It’s better you just call your friend to clarify.

There were other case of Phishing where the email ask the receiver to “update”, “validate” or “confirm” account
information including passwords or personal identification numbers (PINS). Some may threaten that an account will
be closed or a card will be disabled. Do not respond to that too. No organization will ask your password on line.

Both of our members are using hotmail. The corrective action after account being stolen in hotmail is to send an
email to abuse@hotmail.com telling them that your account has been stolen. MSN Support will immediately
freeze your account so no emails will be able to get in and get out from your account. MSN support will then ask
you a series of questions for you to convince them that you are the account owner. If you pass the test, they will
open the account for you to reset your password.
